JCPRD Permit Requirements

Johnson County residents ages 16-64 and non-residents ages 16 and older must possess:

Valid District Fishing Permit
(Required for all fishing)

Valid Kansas State Fishing License
(Required for all fishing)

Valid District Trout Permit
(Required only if planning to catch trout)

Johnson County residents 65 and older and children 15 and under are not required to have a
District Fishing Permit, but are required to have a District Trout Permit if planning to catch trout.

Kansas residents 65 and older and children 15 and under are not required to have a Kansas
State Fishing License.
