Required Forms

·Emergency Medical ReleaseNotary is not required in Johnson County,however 

you must enter Health Insurance information.

Campers with incomplete records 
cannot attend the camp.

Camper Code of Conduct
·Participation in the program is a privilege, not a right.

·The following set of non-negotiable standards for participation is designed 
to allow participants to self-regulate behavior:

· Respect the rights of others to courtesy and personal space.

·Manage anger in appropriate ways.

· Respect and respond to adult authority.

· Accept differences among the group.

· Accept responsibility for own actions.

·These are reasonable expectations for any child participating in a group 
care setting. The actions of each individual influence the quality of 
participation for the entire group. Our goal is to facilitate successful 
participation for each child through the joint understanding, support, and 
practice of these positive life skills.

·Discriminatory statements or behavior that are based on race, religion, 
disability, sex or gender will not be tolerated and will result in disciplinary 
action, including suspension and/or termination from the program.



Parent Conduct
·Parents must demonstrate civility, self-control, and 

socially acceptable behavior when interacting with 
camp employees, participants, and their families. 

·Profanity, threats, insults, harassment, suggestive 
remarks, intimidation, physical crowding, and/or 
contact will not be tolerated.

·Kansas state law prohibits parents from disciplining 
and/or reprimanding other program participants. 

·Failure to observe appropriate conduct will           
result in immediate and permanent termination          
of care.



Non-Violence / 
Safe Environment Policy

·JCPRD strives to maintain a safe, healthy, and secure

supervision. To protect the safety, health, and welfare of youth 
and staff in the childcare program and school, JCPRD staff may 
conduct a search and may seize any illegal, unauthorized, or 
contraband materials or items discovered.
·The program will not allow any form of violent play, including 

the use of toys as weapons, gesturing in an aggressive manner, 
or depicting violence in drawings or any other expressive form. 
Possession of weapons, fashioned or real, is prohibited and 
grounds for immediate expulsion. Statements by anyone that 
threaten violent action will be regarded as real and result in 
immediate contact of parents and law enforcement if 
appropriate.



Fees
·Fees are due at the time of registration.

·Refunds will not be issued for illness or vacation. 

·All fees are non-refundable and non-transferrable.



Communication
·Parents will receive information from camp through: 
·An email for the upcoming week, dry erase bulletins, notes 

home, Twitter notices, as well as informal and formal 
conferencing. 

·Camp directors spend most of their time interacting with the 
campers and will have no access to a computer during outdoor 
camp.
·Directors may not be at camp during drop-off and pick-up times. 

If you would like to meet with your director, please contact them 
to schedule a time to do so. 

·Camp Phones
·Camp cell phones will be used unless your program director tells 

you otherwise.

·Camp cell phones are not able to send or receive texts.



Camp Schedule
·Camp will run from the following dates:
·Shawnee Mission Park 8 and 10, and Stoll: May 31st-Aug. 5th

·Heritage Park 3 and 7 and Harmon Park: June 6thςAug. 5th

·Antioch Park 2 and 3, Big Bull Creek, X-roads, and LEAD: June 6th - July 
29th

·All camps will be closed on Monday, May 30th, Monday, 
June 20th and Monday, July 4th. 
·Summer Escapades and X-road Camps are open from 7am-

5:30pm.  LEAD camp is open from 7am-6:00pm.
·A charge of $5.00 for each 5 minutes past the closure time will be 

assessed to parents for after hour care. Please call your camp to let 
them know if you will be late.

·Regardless of the cause of after hour care, the late fee charge will be 
added to your accountand you will need to call our Registration office 
to pay this fee within two business days. 

·Consistent late pick up will result in the termination of                                
child care.



Drop off Procedures
·For camper safety, a parent must walk their child to the 

outdoor shelter area or for LEAD camps to the 
designated JCPRD Camp door every day.  

·Please notify your camp director or staff if your child 
will be absent from camp!!



Pick up Procedures
·For camper safety, parents must walk up to the shelter 

area or for LEAD camp the JCPRD door. 

·All individuals authorized to pick up children must be 
listed in advance on the personal data sheet. Until all 
authorized parties are known to the staff, photo 
identification will be required at the time of pick 
up. 

·Children attending the camp cannot be released to 
walk home unsupervised.



Weather Policy/Procedure
·Severe weather may warrant change in camp activities and 

location.  Each camp has an off site weather locations.  

·Morning plan 7am -9am ɀIn case of severe weather, drop off 
will be at camp shelter.  Campers will remain under the 
shelter or on the bus until 9am and at that time we will go to 
our offsite location.  

·Afternoon plan 4pm-5:30pm ɀCamps will return to camp by 
4pm for pick up.  If weather is severewe may stay at our off 
site location.  Directors will update cell phones as well as post 
on Twitter.

·Communication will be posted on Twitter.  Please call camp 
cell phone if you need to get ahold of the staff.



Masks
·We will follow the latest KDHE guidelines on masking. 

·Updates will be sent out via weekly emails.  Please 
check back June 1st for the latest updates. 



Field Trip Information
·Camps will be taking 1-2 field trips each week
·Travel Calendars ɀCamp directors will be working on 

completing calendars by the first day of camp 
·Times listed on travel calendar are departure and return times. 
·There will always be a sign posted at the camp letting you know 

where we are and when we will return. 
·Please remember these times are estimates! 

·Kids should wear their camp t-shirts each day.
·Campers must be at camp at the time of departure. We will not 

be able to return to camp for students. All children present must 
go on field trips. No staff will remain behind at the camp.

·Campers will be required to wear JCPRD wristbands when their 
camp is on a field trip. 

·Heat Policy
·When the heat index gets extreme, field trips may be shortened or 

cancelled to protect campers and staff.



Swim Supplies
Please label all belongings!

·Swim suit, towel, and plastic bagon swimming days. Camps 
will go to the pool two days a week. Check with your camp 
director to see which days your child will go swimming. 
·Pool Fees are included in the registration fees.
·SunscreenPlease provide one large bottle of sunscreen, SPF 

30 or greater, for each week that your camper attends.  
Waterproof, lotion sunscreen is preferred as spray sunscreen 
does not cover well on windy days.  We will help your child 
apply throughout the day, before the pool, as well as reapply 
at the pool. 
·We will share sunscreen! If your child has allergies to any sun products, 

please let us know. 
·Teachers will apply sunscreen with gloves on and change gloves after 

each child. We will encourage children to apply sunscreen on their 
own with close supervision and coaching though. 



PoolSafety
·Swim Test ςIn order for campers to go in the deep end or off diving 

boards, they must first pass a swim test
·The swim test will consist of swimming from one end of the pool to the 

other in the deep end.

·Campers who do not pass, or who choose not to take the test, will be 
required to wear a bright orange wristband so all JCPRD and pool staff 
know they must stay in the shallow water. 

· If you do NOT want your child to take the swim test, please let your 
camp director know.

·Camp staff supervise the children swimming at all times.  Some staff 
are in the water with campers, some are at the edge of the pool in 
designated areas, and some walk around the pool in rotations.

·Heat Policy
·When the heat index gets extreme, pool days and field trips may be 

shortened or cancelled to protect campers and staff.



Daily Supplies
Please label all belongings!

·Appropriate camp clothing Dress for the weather, i.e.hat & rain 
gear, jacket, as needed. Wear camp t-shirt everyday.

·Protective shoes with closed-toes and heels (i.e. tennis shoes).  Flip-
flops or sandals may be brought on swimming days to wear at the 
pool only.

·Daily lunch in a small insulated lunch bag. Refillable water bottle for 
water & drinks.

· Water fountains will ONLY be used for refilling water bottles.  No 
drinking directly from the fountains will be allowed.  

·Magazine, book, or activity book for quiet time activity. 
·NOpersonal toys, trading cards, cell phones, video                     

games, iPads, or electronics of any kind. The program cannot be 
responsible for loss, theft or breakage of personal items. 

·Backpack or sports bag for all personal items. 



Sick and Medication Policies
·Communicable Disease
·Campers may not attend when suffering from any communicable 

disease. Guidelines as determined by the Johnson County Health 
Department will be observed 

·Children must be well enough to participate in activities before 
returning to camp.

·Parents must report any exposure to communicable diseases or Covid-
19 to the camp director

·Prescription Medications
· If your child is taking any prescription drugs while in                

attendance, these medications must be sent to the camp             
director in their original containers and must have                          
prescription information affixed. 

·All medications must be sent in daily dosages. 

·Medication cannot be administered without signed parental        
consent.
